Ask students to write one thing that stood out most in the lesson. Sticky notes work
great forthis, and yes you can even print on them to save prep time.

2. Brain Dump:

Invite students to write down everything they remember from the lesson facts,
terms, orkeyideas. Great for seeing what wasretained naturally.

3. Emoji Check-In

Use emojis to gauge understanding and mood. Ask students to circle one and
explainwhy it represents how they feel about the topic.

4. Key Takeaway Snapshot

Have students draw a visual summary on the front of a card and write a sentence
explaining the main point on the back.

5.Draw It Out

Instead of writing, ask students to illustrate what they learned, how they feel, orhow
they would explain the concept to someone else.

6. Write + Draw Combo

Provide space for both drawing and writing so students can express ideas through
multiple modes.

7. Traffic Light Reflection

Students color a traffic light:

Paperless and easy to organize. Create a form that aligns with your lesson's objectives for a quick
digital exit ticket.

If students can't write yet, ask them to tell you what they learned or how they felt as they line up or
packup.

25. Review and Acton Exit Data

Use responses to guide your next steps. Re-teach a tricky topic, group students for support, or
conferindividually fo address learning gaps.
